ARTICLE A.
To see if the Town will vote to appropriate from Community Preservation Act undesignated funds, a sum up to $107,782.80 for the purpose of replacing the slate roof with a new slate roof on the Town Hall, including all incidental costs thereto; or act on anything relative thereto.

Recommendation of the Finance Committee:


That the Town transfer from Community Preservation Act undesignated funds a sum up to ONE HUNDRED SEVEN THOUSAND SEVEN HUNDRED EIGHTY TWO DOLLARS and 80 CENTS ($107,782.80) to pay the costs of placing a new slate roof on the Town Hall for the preservation and restoration of an historical resource, including all incidental costs thereto.  Voted 5-0-2.

Recommendation of the Board of Selectmen:

That the Town vote to approve the article as written.  Voted 4-0

Summary:  This additional funding allows the replacement of a new slate roof on the Town Hall, which is currently undergoing a complete renovation.  The previous funding would only have allowed an asphalt shingle roof.

ARTICLE B. To see if the Town will vote to accept the provisions of MGL c. 64L, §2(a) authorizing the imposition of a local excise in the statutory amount of .75% on the sale of restaurant meals originating within the town; or act on anything relative thereto.

Summary:    This local option tax allows the Town to levy an additional .75% on meals.  According to the Department of Revenue, this increase will generate an estimated additional $200,000 per year in revenue to the Town.  
ARTICLE C.
To see if the Town will vote to appropriate, borrow or transfer from available funds, a sum of money to be expended under the direction of the School Building Committee for the renovation of and construction of and addition to the Burgess Elementary School including all costs incidental or related thereto, all of which shall be located at 45 Burgess School Road in Sturbridge, which school facility shall have an anticipated useful life as an educational facility for the instruction of school children of at least 50 years, and for which the Town may be eligible for a school construction grant from the Massachusetts School Building Authority (“MSBA”).  The MSBA’s grant program is a non-entitlement, discretionary program based on need, as determined by the MSBA, and any project costs the Town incurs in excess of any grant approved by and received from the MSBA shall be the sole responsibility of the Town.  Any grant that the Town may receive from the MSBA for the project shall not exceed the lesser of (1) 57.92 percent (%) of eligible, approved project costs, as determined by the MSBA, or (2) the total maximum grant amount determined by the MSBA; or act on anything relative thereto.

That the Town vote to appropriate the sum of FORTY-SIX MILLION NINE HUNDRED TWENTY-SIX THOUSAND SIX HUNDRED THIRTY DOLLARS ($46,926,630.00) for the renovation of and construction of an addition to the Burgess Elementary School, including all costs incidental or related thereto, all of which shall be located at 45 Burgess School Road in Sturbridge, which school facility shall have an anticipated useful life as an educational facility for the instruction of school children of at least 50 years, said sum to be expended under the direction of the School Building Committee, and to meet said appropriation the Treasurer with the approval of the Selectmen, is authorized to borrow said sum under M.G.L. Chapter 44, or any other enabling authority; that the Town acknowledges that the Massachusetts School Building Authority’s (“MSBA”) grant program is a non-entitlement, discretionary program based on need, as determined by the MSBA, and any project costs the Town incurs in excess of any grant approved by and received from the MSBA shall be the sole responsibility of the Town; provided further that any grant that the Town may receive from the MSBA for the Project shall not exceed the lesser of (1) 57.92 percent (%) of eligible, approved project costs, as determined by the MSBA, or (2) a maximum grant amount of $24,236,481.00 as determined by the MSBA.  The Town acknowledges that the maximum amount of funding that the Town may receive from the MSBA may be an amount less than $24,236,481.00, as determined by an audit conducted by the MSBA; provided that any appropriation hereunder shall be subject to and contingent upon an affirmative vote of the Town to exempt the amounts required for the payment of interest and principal on said borrowing from the limitations on taxes imposed by M.G.L. 59, Section 21C (Proposition 21/2); and that the amount of borrowing authorized pursuant to this vote shall be reduced by any grant amount set forth in the Project Funding Agreement that may be executed between the Town and the MSBA.  Voted 7-0.

Recommendation of the Board of Selectmen:

Summary:  Passage of this article leverages over $24 million of State funding to bring the Burgess Elementary School up to a modern, effective and energy efficient school.  The debt for this project will be repaid over 20 years.  Based on the average value of a single family home, the annual impact will range from $521 in the first year to $273 in the final year.
