The Recycling Center is located at the end of Breakneck Road, From Town Hall take Haynes Street( Route 15) 4.2 miles to the Mobil Station and turn left onto Mashapaug Rd. Go about 1500 feet and turn right onto Breakneck Road. The Center is 1.3 miles down.
The following items must be removed from your trash

CANS Soup cans, food cans, etc. (not aluminum cans) must be rinsed and flattened and placed in the proper roll off. Empty aerosol (spray) cans may be included.

                               GLASS Rinse and separate into clear or brown and green. Caps foil and metal rings must be removed.  Window glass goes in a separate bin.  Drinking glasses, ceramics and mirrors go into the trash compactor.

PAPER Must be sorted as follows:

· Mixed paper goes in one roll off: Mixed paper includes magazines, catalogs, school papers, cereal boxes and similar paper boxes.  
· Newspaper goes in a roll off next to the mixed paper.

· Corrugated paper (cardboard) goes in the baler.

All paper must be dry and clean. No Plastic, No milk cartons, No box liners, No string, No Christmas wrap. When you throw paper bags into the roll off, please be careful that they contain paper only.

METALS Aluminum.  This includes aluminum cans, some lawn furniture, window frames doors etc.  To check if it is aluminum, remember a magnet will not stick to aluminum. Remove all glass and plastic. If you have any questions please ask!
Other Metals: Steel copper, brass, etc.  Wire under 4 ‘lengths or tightly bundled.  Mufflers, catalytic converters, tailpipes, pipes, bikes, lawnmowers (drained of all fluids).

PLASTIC: Plastics are sorted into 6 separate roll offs because of the requirements by the State Regulations. It is important that no metal be included, and that the plastic is rinsed clean: Bulky non numbered plastics will be deposited in Demolition

Mixed Plastic: Small non- numbered plastics      Transparent: #2 Milk jugs (No white ones or caps will be accepted)    #1 Plastic:  Drinking Bottles all # 1 plastic with tops removed    #2 Plastic: Colored Plastic #3,4,5,&7 Plastic:  :#6 Plastic:  Has a separate area

Styrofoam Contain peanuts in a sealed bag Polystyrene Foam (Styrofoam) There is a barrel for non –food packaging (plastic peanuts) and a container for formed Styrofoam, as in appliance packaging.

YARD WASTE Keep brush separated from leaves, grass & wood ash. Branches under 4’ lengths and 3” diameter.  No Plastic Bags.  This material will be composted or chipped for mulch.

 BATTERIES Dry Cell (flashlight) batteries, lithium and etc, should not be included with regular trash. There is a bin for them.  Please see the attendant for other batteries.

MOTOR OIL Do not contaminate with anti freeze.  Deliver to the attendant with your permit # on the container
