The board had a long discussion about the amount of money that was being proposed to be spent with WoMag.  DV was concerned b/c they had just printed a less than favorable review of a restaurant in Sturbridge and felt that by spending such a large amount of money on one ad, we would be thus supporting a entity which in effect had written poorly about Sturbridge.  JL suggested that they increase the flyer printing from 2,000 to 5,000.  JL also suggested that the MOS look into radio advertising because she finds it to be very cost effective.  Again, after much discussion, the board voted to grant $3,575 to the MOS for this campaign.  Motion was made by Michael Harrington, vote was all in favor.
